3. What the houses looked like, inside and outside.

· Describe the furniture and what it was made of

· Describe where the fire was and why it was there

· Describe what the outside looked like from close up

· Describe what the outside looked like from far away
· Use the pictures to explain how a house was built

· Explain the four steps in the building of the houses

· Describe the building materials used and why they were used

· Explain why they piled rubbish around the outside.
· Describe the passageways and how you got into each house
4. What the people who lived there would have eaten. 

· Write about how the people got their food

· You should use these words – limpets, winkles, gather, fish, catch, goats, sheep 
· Describe food they got from the sea
· Describe food they got from farming
· Describe food they got from hunting and gathering
5. What would have happened if a whale became beached on the Bay of Skaill?

· Use the picture to write about the excitement the people would feel when the whale was found on the beach.

· Explain why there would be excitement

· How would the whale be divided?

· How would the bits be used?
6. What the working day would have been like for the Skara Brae people. 
· When would they have woken up?

· What the men would have done

· What the women would have done

· What the children would have done

· What would they have done in the evening?

· Would the working day have been different in winter and summer?
7. A Conclusion- What have you found out?  What was the most interesting fact?  Would you have enjoyed life in Skara Brae?  How is life different today?
